Bell {1847 ~1322) also constructed a ‘talking
head. made out of various synthetic materials,
that was able to produce a few distinct
sounds, Modern  technigues have led to
massive progress in this field, It is no longer
necessary to buoild physical models of the
vocal tract, Sound wawes can be generated
electronically by synthesizing the different
components of the sound waves,

silenced when radio transmissions from the
satellte were heard days later,
