The basking shark is the second largest fish,
surpassed only by the whale shark, & grown-up
basking shark usualy has a length between 8
and 10 meters and weighs about 4 tons, In
spite of its size. basking sharks are not
aggressive and generally harmless to people,
The basking shatk has a woddwide distribution
and characteristically migrates with the seasons,
During the summer, they feed on plankton near
