becomes kinetic energy. or the energy of
movement, & common misperception is that a
coaster loses energy along the track,  An
important law of physics. howewer, called the
law of conservation of energy. is that energy
can never be created nor destroyed, 1t simply
changes from one form to another, Whenever a
track rises back uphill, the cas’ momentum—
their kinetic energy—will carny them upward,
which  builds potential  energy, and roller
coasters repeatedly convert potential energy to
kinetic energy and back again, At the end of a
